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This universally acclaimed concept was debated by students from different faculties of
the Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda. Volunteers from Objective 1 of the union
organised this two-day event, welcoming all learners to open up and develop their
rhetoric skills. A total of 93 participation was received from different faculties of the
University. Under their supervision, the students rationalised their thoughts and gave a
tough fight to their competitors. After the group discussion round, students were
qualified for the debate round by looking into five parameters: confidence, using
appropriate manners, tone and volume during the discussion, supporting their views in a
logical and meaningful way, responding to the opposing arguments effectively, and
conceptual clarity. Students were allowed to present their points in all three languages —
Hindi, English, and Gujarati — emphasising the diversity we have. Students played in
pairs of two, where one spoke for the topic and the other against it. But whatever they
said, it had a spark and perfection that was worth admiring. At the end, they also stated
the role played by educational institutions in this virtual learning. Some of them also
